What is Learning Management System? 

A learning management system  (LMS) is a software application   for the administration, 

documentation, tracking, reporting and delivery of courses.  

 

An LMS can be used both in the  Traditional class room & online 

 What are the contents can be delivered? 

 Multimedia contents like text, image, audio and video  

Why every teacher should use LMS? 

We have run classes for thousands of years without the use of computers. If traditional 

face-to-face class and  computers with  lms are combined, the teaching and learning 

will be effective. This is called òHybridó courses or òblended learningó. 

 So every teacher should use lms to teach effectively. 
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Why we have chosen moodle lms? 

Moodle is an open source learning management system that universities, k-12 schools, and 

individual instructors use to add web technology to their courses. Lakhs of organizations around 

the world currently using moodle to deliver online courses and supplement to traditiona l face-

to-face courses. Moodle is available for free on the web (http://www.moodle.org ), so anyone can 

download and install it.  

  Moodle was created by Marting Dougiams, a computer scientist and educator at 

university of Perth, Australia.

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Finding your way around 

  

Navigation or Nav drawer 

Often when you login you're directed to a personalised customisable page called your dashboard; here 
you'll see an overview of the courses that you're enrolled in.  

Over on the left you'll see a navigation or nav drawer with useful links for example to your site's front 

page or Site home. Perhaps your administrator directs you to the Site home when you log in, in which 
case you can access the dashboard by clicking the link in the nav drawer. 

This nav drawer also allows you to see the courses you're enrolled in so you can access them either by 
clicking the link in the nav drawer or the link in the course overview. 

The nav drawer can be collapsed or closed by clicking the hamburger icon top left to free up more space. 

You can open it again by clicking it again.  

User menu 

Over on the right is a user menu also with useful links, for example in your Preferences page you can edit 

your profile, change your password, select the language you want Moodle to display in and decide the 

text editor you want when typing in text. 

Once inside the course, notice that the nav drawer links have changed to reflect what's happening in the 

course. There's a Participants link, a badges link to see which badges are available, Grades, and the topic 

numbers here are for sections within the course. Further down again she can access her dashboard, Site 

home and other courses  she's enrolled in. 
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Dashboard.  

Everyone in Moodle has their  own personal page called their dashboard.  On many Moodle sites you'll 

be taken to  the dashboard once you're logged in. If not you can get to it by clicking the  link in the user 

menu or in the nav drawer.  It's a page where you'll have an  overview of the courses that you are enrolled 

- our participant X is enrolled in two courses, the Learn Moodle Basics where she is a student and her own 

practice course that she requested, where she is a teacher.  

There's also a timeline showing activity deadlines. For example our participant X must complete the 

Week 1 tutorial and tasks in the  course. 

X's dashboard includes a Recently accessed items block so when she comes back another time she can 

see where she was last working. 

You can customise the dashboard by clicking the Customise this page button and reset it back to the 

sites default to by clicking the Reset button. 

 

   Category and course creation 
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What is a course?  

 

A course in Moodle is basically a space on the Moodle site where one or more teachers can add learning 

resources and activities for  their students.  In the above course they are numbered topics which can be 

renamed. 
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In order to add learning resources you need to have the editing turned on by clicking the gear top right 

and then clicking the link Turn editing on. This then displays an edit menu next to each activity and 

resource for editing the settings, hiding, duplicating deleting, etc. There is an announcement forum here 

and if I wish to move it into a different section I click the crosshairs icon and I can move it by dragging and 

dropping.  If you aren't able to move by dragging and dropping then ask your administrator to check your 

browser settings and the Moodle site settings. In order to add files documents or activities for your 

students you need to click the link Add an activity or  resource in the section where you'd like them to 

appear.  It doesn't matter if you choose the wrong section by mistake because it's always possible to move  

them afterwards. When you click add an activity or resource this displays moodle's activity chooser which 

then allows you to choose what you  would like to add. 

Add an activity or resource 

 

Editing course sections. 

 If we turn the editing on in our course by clicking the gear menu and then turn editing on we can quickly 

rename our sections from for example Topic 1 to a name that's relevant to us by clicking the pencil icon, 

typing in a new name and pressing Enter. 

If we click Edit and then edit topic we can also add a summary of this section using the formatting 

available. If you click Save Changes at the bottom you can see that the topic section has been renamed 

and its name is also reflected  in the nav drawer on the left. It's possible with the editing turned on to 

move sections, so we could move topic two, which is not yet renamed, up above topic one which has 

been renamed to Reading. 

To delete a section we click the bin  icon from the menu on the right of the section. Remember this will 

also delete  any activities in that section but you can get them back again from the Recycle  bin link in the 

gear menu. This usually only appears once you've deleted something depending on your administrator 

settings. We can add one or more new sections quickly at the bottom by  clicking the plus and deciding 

how many sections we want. If you click the plus here and add one section we now have one more section 

in our course. 
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Adding and  editing text 

In many places in Moodle where you can type in text you will see Moodle's purpose-built editor known 

as Atto. We see it here in a topic section summary. Many of the icons you'll know from word processing 

or other online programs but some may be unfamiliar. 
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Technical people might choose plain text if they want to add code and Tiny MCE is an alternative editor 

which many people know from other online software such as blogging software. you can change your 

editor if your admin allows, by going to the user menu top right, clicking on Preferences then Editor 

preferences. 

 

What are the edit icons?  

In order to add learning activities and resources to your course, or even to change the  wording and 

description in your course sections,  you need to have the editing turned on.  

So let's take a look at that now and see what the edit icons mean and do.  We turn the editing on by 

clicking the gear top right and clicking turn editing on. Menus appear against each  section and activity or 

resource so let's zoom in and take a look at them.  The icon to the left of an item allows you to move it 

up or down by dragging and dropping if you can't move items by dragging and dropping then ask your site 

administrator to check your settings and the site settings. It's the  crosshairs icon to move a section.  The 

icon to the right looks like a pencil and if you click it allows you to immediately change the title of that 

particular topic section, resource or activity. Then press enter and you've changed it.  

 

Dragging and dropping files into Moodle.  

There are two ways to a document such as pdf, presentations or word processed files to your Moodle 

course .  

1) One way is by simply dragging and dropping the file to the course page.  

2) The second way is by using Moodle's activity chooser and file picker.  

Both ways need the editing to be turned on from the link in the gear menu. 
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Quiz:  

automatic grading.  

 If you want to assess learners formatively or summatively with questions for which there are specified 

answers Moodle's very powerful quiz enables you to do this. We can only look at a few of the features of 

the quiz in this screencast but it's worth exploring more yourself and in the Moodle documentation. 

Add Activities and Resources -> Quiz ->  

 

Save and Display -> Edit Quiz -> Add -> Add a new question 

Quiz allows you to use different types of questions not just multiple choice, and it also allows you to add, 

as here, media, images, video, sound files as part of your questions.
